Unionist David Walker was elected
convention president by a vote of 4@5.

Issues were debated, and Unionists helc
a majority the entire first session.

Conclusion: Delegates decided that
Arkansans would vote on the issue of
secession in August.

Until then, Arkansas would remain in
the Union and work with border states
to resolve the crisis.
